On the 7th of this month, TREVOR & LEE MARTIN retired from the 17th century Joiners’ 

Arms. Trevor, who’s now in a wheelchair, says: “Lee & I have enjoyed our 18½ years 

here, but feel that the time is right for us to leave. We’re moving to a bungalow in 

Allestree and Lee will continue her work as Priest-in-Charge of All Saints’ Church, 

Hatton.” They leave with the Parish Council’s thanks and good wishes. 
  

The new lessee will be RICHARD POPE, who, with his wife LOREN, runs The Bull’s Head, 

Repton - which they will continue to do. The Supervisor at the *ÏÉÎÅÒÓȭ will be KEVIN 

PICKLES, who will live there, with his partner LUCY. Richard says: “We want to 

understand the building and the customers before putting together a plan – perhaps 

including a larger kitchen.” 
 

Subject to obtaining successful planning permission, The Derby Brewing Company is 

to take a Lease of The Kedleston Hotel from the owners, The Kedleston Estate.  The 

Estate and Derby Brewing Company will be undertaking a joint renovation programme 

of the building, which will involve a combined expenditure of around £750,000. The 

idea is to convert this Georgian, Grade II*-listed building by Robert Adam to provide 

what the Company describes as “an up-market drinking area, with something of a 

‘country-house-meets-pub’ feel about it”. There are also plans for: “a gastro-style 

restaurant”, five bedrooms, a meeting room, a one-storey Orangery at the back and “an 

extended landscaped area, to the left of the front of the building, capable of 

accommodating marquees”. All being well, the Company hopes it will open as The 

Kedleston Country House around April, next year.

Youôve probably seen this yellow ñdevice to shock the heart back into a normal rhythmò 

mounted on the Village Hall wall - just by the front door. TONY GLOVER & Parish 

Councillor MATTHEW PITT write: ñIn an emergency, anyone can use the equipment; no 

training is required; simply follow these instructions: 
 

1. óPhone 999, or 112, and tell the operator where you are.  (NB: If you ring 112 on a 

mobile óphone, the system will automatically indicate your approximate geograph- 

ical position to the operator.) 

2. The operator will then give you the code by which to open the box. 

3. Open the box and take the equipment to the incident. 

4. The system provides you with step-by-step instructions on how to proceed, 

 including when, and when not, use of the machine is appropriate. 

5. Disposable gloves and pads are also provided. 

6. When youôve finished with the equipment, please return it to the box.

2013 Amber Valley Borough Council Local Plan 
 

The Core Strategy of this, which replaces the 2006 Plan, was published in September 
and should be adopted after a Public Enquiry in April, next year. (Last November, the 
Parish Council commented on an earlier draft.) Inter alia, the Strategy suggests that 
9,400 house-sites will be required by 2028. Of these, some 5,160 have already been 
built, or identified (including 530 at Radbourne Lane, Mackworth). 
 

Preferred sites for the remaining 4,240 are sited around Heanor, Ripley (two sites), 
Codnor and Denby. This site allocation will be publicly examined in the Autumn of next 
year. This may lead to changes, followed by adoption in 2015. 

 
Dog Dirt Bags 

 

These have been found – filled! – on footpaths and pavements in the Village. The 
Parish Council has had five Bag Dispensers installed at the following locations: 
Opposite the Water Tower on Woodlands Lane; on the side of the Village Hall; Holly 
Bank Farm, opposite Vine Cottages; The Common, opposite Fern Hill; the top end of 
Montpelier. 
 

These are to help dog-walkers to dispose of canine faeces – either in Amber Valley 
Borough Council litter-bins, or at home - NOT hanging on bushes! 
 

Bearded Theory Festival
